NF High School rules will be used, in conjunction with attached game rule sheet.
U1l and U12 Division team may use a Continuous Batting Order.

Teams must participate in an organized league, and their team roster must contain
only those players listed on that team’s league roster. Team rosters will consist of a
maximum of 15 players. We will be giving up to 15 1% Place awards per team.

June 1stcut-off birth date for all ages (Proof of age may be required)
Rosters may be changed up to first pitch of first game. After that, rosters are frozen.

All coaches must check in with tournament directors 1 hour before their team’s first
game on Saturday.

Any team that does not show up for their game or any team quitting the field of play
before its conclusion will be automatically disqualified from tournament. Teams must
have seven (7) rostered players to start any game; any fewer will result in a forfeit and
a disqualification from the tournament.

No protests will be allowed! In all cases, the ruling of the umpire’s ruling is final!

The Home Team (determined by flip of a coin prior to the game), is responsible for
submitting the game final score to the tournament director or concession stand.

11 & under / Pitching @ 50ft / / Bases @ 70ft
12 & under / Pitching @ 50ft / / Bases @ 70ft
13 & under / Pitching @ 55ft / / Bases @ 80ft
14 & under / Standard High School field dimensions including the raised mound

ISSUED FOR ANY REASON. Game cancellations due to weather are under the
control of the Pewaukee Park & Recreation Department.
